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A Brief History of Las Vegas

 Early 1800’s
Spanish explorers discover a resting
spot with natural springs on the trail
between Santa Fe and California.
The area is named  Las Vegas which
translates to “The Meadows”.

 1855
Brigham Young dispatches a group
from Salt Lake to establish a fort for
the protection of the mail and from
the Indians. These settlers began min-
ing for metal for bullets and the metal
is rich silver ore. After a number of
Indian raids the fort was abandoned.

 1864
Nevada is established as the 36th
state in the union. Las Vegas, how-
ever, is considered part of Arizona.

 1865
Arizona rancher and miner Octavius
Gass begins acquiring land and wa-
ter  to establish the Las Vegas Ranch.

 1867
Las Vegas becomes part of Nevada.

 1881
Gass is unable to maintain the ranch;
it is sold to miner Archibald Stewart.

 1902
Montana Sen. William Clark buys the
ranch for development by the Pacific
Union Railroad, which auctions off
1,200 residential lots in 1905.

 1909
Clark County, named after Sen Clark,
is formed with a population of 3,321.

 1911
Las Vegas officially becomes a city,
by an act of the Nevada Legislature.

 1931
Construction begins on Hoover Dam
which employs 5,128 workers and
Governor Fred Balzer signs a bill
permanently legalizing gaming. These
events help Nevada fare better than
most states during the Depression.

 1934
First neon sign placed in Las Vegas.

 1935
Hoover Dam is completed and sea-
sonal flooding is eliminated.

 1940
World War II defense industries in-
cluding what is now Nellis Airforce
base are established. Population in
Clark county grows to over 16,000.

 1941
The first Las Vegas resort/casino– El
Rancho, opens on what is now the
world famous Las Vegas strip.

 1946
Bugsy Siegel opens the third resort
on the strip, The Flamingo.

 1955
The Gaming Board is created to regu-
late gambling operations and the first
high-rise resort, Riviera Hotel, opens.

 1957
UNLV is established.

 1959
The Las Vegas Convention Center
opens. Population exceeds 120,000.

 1967
Howard Hughes, now a resident of
Las Vegas, purchases six hotel resorts
and property totaling $300 million.

 1973
Clark County population  300,000+.
MGM (now Bally’s) with 2,100
rooms opens world’s largest hotel.

 1977
Gaming revenue tops $1 billion.

 1989/90
The Mirage opens with 3, 049 rooms;
the Excalibur becomes the world’s
largest hotel with 4,032 rooms.

 1993
The MGM Grand opens with 5,005
rooms and takes over as the world’s
largest hotel.

2000
Las Vegas holds the record for the
number of hotel/motel rooms in a
single metropolitan area, with an in-
ventory exceeding 120,00 rooms.

2004
The trend towards luxury hi-rise liv-
ing is in full swing with 50 building
projects in various stages of planning
and implementation underway.

2007
Clark County’s population exceeds
1.9 million.

Glossary of Financing Terms
Amortized Loan
A loan which is paid off in equal install-
ments during its term.

Adjustable Rate Mortgage
A loan that allows the lender to adjust
the borrower’s interest rate and pay-
ments at prescribed times and some-
times with prescribed limits. Lower in-
terest rates are customary.

Appraisal
An estimate of real estate value usually
issued to the standards of FHA, VA,
FNMA. Recent comparable sales in the
neighborhood are the most important
factor in determining value.

Capital Gains Tax
The taxable profit derived from the sale
of a capital asset. The capital gain is
the difference between the sale price
and basis of the property, after making
appropriate adjustments for closing
costs, fixing up expenses, capital im-
provements, depreciation, etc.

Closing Costs
Expenses incurred in the closing of a
real estate or mortgage transaction.
Purchaser’s expenses normally include:
cost of title, premiums for title policies,
survey, attorney fee, lender’s fees and
recording charges. The purchaser may
have to place in escrow a sum of money
to cover accrued real estate taxes and
insurance.

Conventional Mortgage
A loan neither insured by the FHA nor
guaranteed by the VA.

Equity
The difference between the market
value of the property and the
homeowner’s indebtedness.

Exchange
The trading of equity in a piece of prop-
erty for equity in another.

Fixed Mortgage Rate
A loan that fixes the interest rate for its
duration.

Freddie MAC
Nickname for Federal Home Loan

Mortgage Corporation (FHLMC), a fed-
erally controlled and operated corpora-
tion to support the secondary mortgage
market. It purchases and sells conven-
tional home mortgages.

Fannie Mae
Nickname for Federal National Mort-
gage Association (FNMA), a tax pay-
ing corporation created by Congress to
support the secondary mortgages in-
sured by FHA or guaranteed by VA, as
well as conventional home mortgages.

Graduated Payment Mortgage
An FHA, VA or Conventional loan where
the borrower pays a portion of the in-
terest due each month during the first
few years of the loan. The payment in-
creases gradually during the first few
years to the amount necessary to fully
amortize the loan during its life.

Impounded Account or Escrow
The portion of a mortgagor’s monthly
payment held in trust by the lender to
pay for taxes, hazards insurance, mort-
gage insurance, lease payments, and
other items as they become due, known
as impounds in some states.

Investor
The holder of a mortgage or the per-
manent lender for whom the mortgage
banker services the loan. Any person
or institution that invests in mortgages.

Lease Purchase Agreement
Buyer makes a deposit for the future
purchase of a property with the right
to lease the property in the interim.

Loan to Value Ratio
Ratio of the mortgage loan principal
(amount borrowed) to the property’s
appraised value (selling price). On a
$100,000 home, with a $80,000 mort-
gage, the loan to value ratio is 80%.

Mor tgage/Deed of Trust
Pledge of real property to secure debt
by mortgagor’s instrument. Recorded
in the County Recorder’s Office.

Mortgage Insurance Premium
The consideration paid by a mortgagor
for mortgage insurance either to FHA

or a private mortgage insurance (PMI)
company. This insurance protects the
investor from possible loss in the event
of a borrower’s default on a loan.

Mortgagee
The lender of money or the receiver of
the mortgage document.

Mortgagor
The borrower of money or the giver of
the mortgage document.

Note
A written promise to pay a certain
amount of money.

Origination Fee
A fee for work involved in the evalua-
tion, preparation and submission of a
proposed mortgage loan.

Point
One percent of a loan amount.

Prepayment Penalty
Fee paid to mortgagee for paying the
mortgage before it becomes due. Also
known as prepayment fee.

Private Mortgage Insurance
Insurance written by a private company
protecting the mortgage lender against
loss due to default.

Rent with Option
A contract which gives one the right to
lease property at a certain sum with the
option to buy.

Second Mortgage/Second Trust
Junior Mortgage or Junior Lien; an ad-
ditional loan imposed on property with
a first mortgage.

Straight Loan
A loan with periodic payments of inter-
est only with the  principal sum due in
one lump sum at maturity.

Title
Often used interchangeably with own-
ership. It indicates the accumulation of
all rights in property.

Title Insurance
Protects insured against loss arising
from title defects. .
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Explanation of Buyer/S eller Costs
by buyer or seller. On FHA and VA
loans Discount Points are typically
paid by the seller.

Escrow Fees

Charged by the escrow company for
services, these fees are usually split
between buyer and seller. On VA
loans the escrow fee is charged to the
seller.

Home Warranty Pr ogram

Home Protection Coverage available
from private companies, protecting
seller and buyer on major systems and
built-in appliances. Most builders pay
the fee on new construction.

Homeowner’s Association Fee

On townhomes, condominiums, etc.,
the monthly service assessment fee
pro-rated between the buyer and
seller at closing.

LID

Land Improvement Development fees
are passed on to the homeowner from
the developer to cover the expense
of land development.

Origination Fee

A fee based on the loan amount, paid
by the borrower to lender, in order to
originate the loan.

Owner’s Title Insurance Policy

Charged by the title company, the
policy insures the buyer of marketable
title up to the date conveying  instru-
ment is recorded. This fee is  gener-
ally paid by the seller.

Pest Inspection

Required on most new loans to
determine if there is an infestation of
termites or other pests in the home,

generally paid for by the seller.

Private Mortgage Insurance

On conventional loans an insurance
premium charged by a private mort-
gage insurer to insure lender for
amounts in excess of 80% (loan to
value) against a borrower’s default.

Real Estate Brokerage Fee

The amount paid to the real estate
firm by the seller for services.

Recording Fees

Charged by the County Recorder’s
Office for recording any closing
documents.

SID

Site Improvement Development fees
are passed on to the homeowner from
the developer to cover the expense
of creating new utility lines and infra-
structure.

Tax Service

Required to assure that all tax billings
are paid on the right tax parcel. FHA
does not allow the borrower to pay
the Tax Service Fee.

Transfer Fee

Also called the Assumption Fee, it is
required on all cash to mortgage
transactions (assumptions). A lender
typically charges to transfer the loan
to the buyer’s name.

Alta Policy

Purchased by the buyer to provide
the lender with title insurance. The fee
is based on the loan amount. When
issued simultaneously with the
owner’s policy, a reduced rate is
given by most title insurers.

Appraisal

Fee paid to determine the estimated
market value of the property. The Fee
is generally paid by the buyer.

Assessments

Local improvements on property for
sewers or water, generally paid in full
on all cash or new loan transactions.
May be assumable on seller financed
or assumption transactions.

Credit Report

A charge to obtain a financial back-
ground report on the borrower.

Down Payment

The difference between the total sale
price and the new loan amount, due
in cash at closing.

Discount Points

A percentage of the loan amount  re-
quired by lender. These points fluc-
tuate depending on the availability of
mortgage money and the current   in-
terest rate. On conventional loans
Discount Points may be paid either

This easy to use chart can help you
calculate what your monthly principle
and interest payment will be on your
new home.

Loan Application
Guidelines
The process of applying for a home
mortgage can be simplified with care-
ful preparation of the necessary docu-
mentation prior to your first application
appointment. If you have the following
information available at the time you
apply for your loan, it will help avoid
unnecessary delays in receiving your
loan decision.

Everyone Should Bring:
1. A copy of your purchase contract for

the property you are buying.
2. Your checkbook, as upfront fees are

normally collected.
3. Complete mailing address and ac-

count numbers for all outstanding
mortgage loans, credit card debts,
auto loans, etc. Indicate monthly pay-
ments and balances owed.

4. Copies of the most recently received
bank statements for all checking and
savings accounts.

5. Copies of all broker statements ( mu-
tual funds, money markets etc.), and
copies of all stocks/bonds along with
their current values.

6. Information as to all sources of
money to be used for down payment
and closing costs.

7. If you are receiving a gift to help with
your down payment or closing costs,
you must present a proper gift letter,
verification of the donor’s bank ac-
count, and  verification of transfer
of funds.

8. Driver’s license or other valid Picture
I.D. for each borrower.

If You are NOT Self-Employed or
on Commission:
1. A copy of your most recent pay stub

for borrower and co-borrower, and
W-2s for the past two years.

If You ARE Self-Employed or have
a salary based on Commission:
1. Complete copies of the last two

years personal federal tax returns,
with all schedules, W-2s or 1099s.

2. Complete copies of the last two
years business tax returns, if a cor-
poration or partnership.

3. A recent financial statement on the
business, if available at this time. A
profit and loss statement, balance
sheet, current within 90 days, will
be required prior to loan approval.

If You Have Social Security or
Retirement Income:

Business Tax

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Driver’s Licenses
To obtain a driver license, you must
be a Nevada resident and provide a
Nevada street address.

You are required to go to the DMV
and surrender your valid, state-
issued driver license or ID card for
cancellation with in 45 days. If your
social security number is not printed
on your driver license, you will need
to bring your social security card, or
you can bring a state license, or ID
with your social security number listed,
a U.S. Military Identification Card, an
original DD-214 Military Separation
Form or Social Security Administration
documentation that you are currently
receiving Social Security benefits.

You will also need to bring one form
of “additional proof of your identity”
documentation from the list below:

• Certified U.S. Issued Birth Certificate or
Certified Abstract (copies are not accepted)

• U.S. Passport
• U.S. Military Identification or Military

Report of Separation
• Certificate of Citizenship or Naturalization
• Certificate of Degree of Indian Blood

Residents of all U.S. territories and
foreign countries must meet the Proof
of Identity requirements and take
vision, knowledge and skills tests. If
you cannot meet these requirements,
e-mail to info@dmv.state.nv.us or call
the local DMV office before applying
for a license, permit or ID. Driver’s
licenses cost $21.25, $16.25 for 65+.

Motor Vehicles
Registration Fees:
Fees are annual and must be paid on
all vehicles at time of registration. Pas-
senger cars and trucks with a gross
weight of 6,000 pounds or less pay $33.

Online Fee Estimator:
Go to https://dmvapp.state.nv.us/
estimate.asp online with your VIN
ready. Use the DMV Fee Estimator to
calculate an estimate of your vehicle
registration costs. (Estimate only - to-
tal fees will be slightly higher.) Nevada
does not give credits or refunds of other
states’ fees.

Privilege Tax:
In lieu of personal property tax,
vehicles are valued at 35% of the
manufacturer’s retail price, depreciated
to 85% after year one and down to 5%
in nine years. The state taxes 4 cents
on each $1 of valuation.

Required Liability Insurance:
Insurance must be issued by a
Nevada-licensed carrier. The minimum
liability insurance requirement is
$15,000 bodily injury, $30,000 per
person per accident, and $10,000
property damage. You must keep a
Nevada Evidence of Insurance card in
your vehicle at all times and present it
to law enforcement upon request.

Other Requirements:
Smog checks are required on gasoline
and diesel powered cars and trucks,
1968 and newer.  New vehicles are
exempt on their first and second
registration. New residents must
surrender their out-of-state plates. Any
vehicle or trailer which has never been
registered or titled in Nevada must be
inspected. This is done at DMV offices.

The Clark County School District, as
of 2005, is the 5th largest school
district in the United States. It serves
all of Clark County, Nevada, including
the cities of Las Vegas, Henderson,
North Las Vegas, Boulder City, and
Mesquite; plus the census-designated
places of Laughlin, Blue Diamond,
Logandale, Bunkerville, Goodsprings,
Indian Springs, Mount Charleston,
Moapa, Searchlight, and Sandy Valley.

Currently Las Vegas has more than
230 Elementary Schools, 90 Middle
Schools, and 61 High Schools, of
which 225 are part of the public school
system. The district is divided into 7
Regions and, in addition to the general
schools, it also operates 25 Alternative
Schools and Programs including seven
magnet programs: performing arts
high school, international studies,
travel and tourism, math, science and
communications and aerospace
technology. The district also has limited
involvement with Charter schools but,
with the exception of providing some
bus service, does not have any
involvement with the private schools
in the county.

Requirements
Children between the ages of 6 and
17 years are required by Nevada law

to attend school. To enter first grade a
child must either attend a state-
approved kindergarten program or pass
a development test. All school-age
children must be up to date on all of
their immunizations to enroll in Las
Vegas area schools. State law requires
immunizations for diphtheria, tetanus,
whooping cough, and rubella. For more

Enrolling
Children must be 5 years old on or before
September 30 to enroll in kindergarten.
When enrolling your child, you must
have two forms of proof of your
residency (such as a utility bill, rent
receipt, and/or sales contract), your
child’s proof of identity (such as an
original birth certificate, passport, or
certified birth card) and your child’s
immunization records.

• School records showing placement in
special classes or programs.

• A recent report card with the name
and address of their former school.

• Your child’s most recent achieve-
ment test scores.

• Any information about special health
conditions.

The
state mandates that all centers are
licensed, post menus and meet mini-
mum standards established for the pro-
tection of children. To enrol a child you
must present current immunization and
a doctor’s certificate stating that the
child is free of contagious illnesses.
